Please check with your instructor if you are not sure which audition to come to.

~Please arrive early enough to sign in, get your picture taken if needed, pin on a number and
warm up.

~Please dress in dancewear. Sloppy sweat pants or pajama pants will not be allowed.
Absolutely NO t-shirts or sweat shirts allowed. Jazz shoes or ballet slippers only.

~HAIR MUST BE PULLED BACK AND OUT OF YOUR FACE - NO BANGS.

~No jewelry.
You will not be allowed to audition if you are not properly prepared in dress/shoes/hair.

~You will be asked to learn several short combinations and then perform them for the judges.
The three judges are dance professionals, who are not connected to Dance Arts Studio.

~Remember, this is not just about your dance technique, but what kind of a performer you are!

~If you cannot attend the audition, videotapes will be accepted until May 13, 2011.

3D and Fusion Requirements for the 2011-2012 Season:

Additional Requirements will be given out at the first meeting after the selection has been made.

Must attend 25 individual technique classes and the “performing group” scheduled classes during the 6 week
summer session at Dance Arts Studio, June 27-August 8, 2011. Technique classes offered will be:

Jazz, Modern/Lyrical, Turns, Leaps & Extensions, Ballet Technique, Beg. Pointe, Pointe and Pilates.

This means you will have the opportunity to take 5-6 technique classes a week.

All Pointe students will be required to take Ballet Technique.

SUMMER TUITION $525.00.

At least one parent must attend the first meeting on Saturday, June 25" from 6-9pm.

MUST BE A CAST MEMBER IN CHILDREN’S DANCE THEATRE

Most of the rehearsals will be held during the 6 week summer session. You will be asked to miss 1 day of
school in September to travel with the show. Those of you who can miss another day will be asked to travel
another day. All rehearsals/performances for Children’s Dance Theatre can go on your resume for college as
hours of community service.

3D MEMBERS MUST BE ENROLLED IN AT LEAST 4 CLASSES DURING THE FALL SEASON.
2 classes per week for 3D choreography
1 Turns, Leaps & Extensions class
1 Technique class: Ballet, Jazz or Modern/Lyrical
TUITION: $200 per month for 10 months
Or
$300 per month for unlimited classes for 10 months

FUSION MEMBERS MUST BE ENROLLED IN AT LEAST 6 CLASSES DURING THE FALL
SEASON.
2 classes per week for Fusion Choreography
1 Turns, Leaps & Extensions class per week
3 Technique classes per week
TUITION: $300 per month for 10 months of unlimited classes



Will be required to attend a weekend Dance Workshop either at Dance Arts Studio with a guest
choreographer or attend a Dance Convention somewhere in the Denver area. Usually 1-2 full days of classes.
Cost: approx. $200.00

Will be required to participate in a Dance Competition sometime in the spring of 2012.
Cost: approx. $100-$150 for entrance fees and costuming.

Must purchase a team uniform with Dance Arts Studio logo.
Cost: approx. $100-$150

Must perform and/or take part in any FUNDRAISERS during the 10 month dance season. There will be a
specific fundraiser for the performing group to help with you expense of costuming, performing,
choreographers, traveling, etc. if the group so chooses.

Will be expected to volunteer when needed at Dance Arts Studio. This may include assisting with birthday
parties, helping the office with mass mailings, being a hostess in the lobby for the Holiday Shows, providing
food for shows and/or studio fundraisers, and helping set and cleaning up for the studio fundraisers or group
events. This expectation is up and beyond helping the performing group only fundraisers.

Must be available to rehearse and perform a LOT throughout the season, sometimes on the weekends,

This commitment is for 10 months. You will need to sign a contract agreeing to meet all requirements
above. You will need to attach an undated check, equivalent to two months tuition (5400 or $600) to
your signed contract. Dance Arts Studio will hold the undated check for the 10 month season and it
will be returned to you at the conclusion of the fall season (June 2012.) If, for any reason, you drop
out of performing group prior to the end of the season, we will cash your check to cover the cost of re-
choreographing dances and extra rehearsals.
